The first day of school is Wednesday, September 3, 2014. Buses will arrive at the
elementary school between 9:10 a.m. and 9:15 am. Our school hours are from 9:15
a.m. - 3:42 p.m. On the first day of school, Kindergarten and First grade students
will meet their teacher in the cafetorium upon arrival. Second through Fourth
grade students will go directly to their assigned homerooms.

On the reverse side of this letter you will find your child's class assignment. The
assignments were made through close communication between your child’'s last year's
teacher, this year's teacher, and the administration. These assignments will not be
changed. Please do not call for an appointment. The assignments are final.

Please make sure you child arrives on-time the first day of school and everyday
thereafter. Arriving on-time should not be taken as dropping your child off on school
property before 9:10 a.m. in the morning. The school district will not provide
supervision to children who arrive prior to 9:10 a.m. and the doors will be locked until
9:10 a.m. Please do not jeopardize your child's safety by leaving them outside the
school doors unsupervised.

If you drive your child to school, morning drop-off is in the side parking lot. Vehicles
are not permitted in the bus loop traffic circle when buses are present. Buses are
usually present between 8:50 a.m. and 9:15 a.m. The afternoon pick-up location is at
the side doors and the side lot is used for parking. Please park in marked stalls only.

In September, | will be meeting with the students during assembly programs to discuss
the need to maintain a safe and focused learning environment for students and faculty
members. The highest priority a school provides to a community is safety. Students
will receive information on the need to leave toys at home. Students will be told that
fighting and rough, “horse playing” is unacceptable behaviors that will result in
consequences. Students who choose to solve their problems or disagreements through
physical force or violence will learn quickly that the faculty and administration will not
tolerate these actions. A discussion will also take place regarding bicycle riding and
walker safety and procedures. Students will also be instructed on who to contact if they
are bullied by others. Please take the time to discuss these issues at home before the
This school year will bring an exciting and challenging educational program.

Maureen’'s Haven seeks to address the issue of homelessness in our east end community on two levels: direct
services via the provision of a safe, warm and supervised place to sleep during the fall and winter, and through
a systemic approach to reducing factors that create and perpetuate homelessness.

Programs

+« Homeless Emergency Shelter: Safe, temporary over-night shelter during our coldest months
(November through March). Shelters located in four east end townships: Southampton, Southold,
Riverhead and East Hampton.

s The Kay Kidde Achievement Center: Year round center providing daytime respite, counseling, case
management, job training, housing assistance and other services as needed.

Impact

During the 2012-13 season Maureen’s Haven Overnight Shelter Program:

Provided shelter for 108 nights

Served 312 adults in the overnight shelter program

Average number of guests per evening was 14 women and 36 men
The average census each night was 50 with a high of 60

A total of 5,433 beds were made

Placed 40% in permanent housing specific to individual needs
Assisted 40% in securing employment

Engaged over 1,500 volunteers to assist in program operations
